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Controls own body movements, aware of personal space


Shows more comfort in new situations


Seeks to understand others’ emotional state


Enjoys helping & pleasing others 


Shares and takes turns when playing


Watches other children & briefly joins in their play


Participates in make believe play, taking turns and plays cooperatively


Talks about family and activities 


Notices same and differences between themselves & others


Expresses opinions & choices


Makes conversational repairs when listeners do not understand what they are saying


Follows routines w/assistance 


Adjusts behavior in different situations


Expresses emotions constructively  (w/help from adults)


Stays focused on activities w/some prompts (up to 10-15 minutes)























Has good control of the elements of conversation


Joins new activities, initiates talk w/adults


Invites others to play


Initiates, plans, and enjoys play w/peers & making friends


Demonstrates caring for others


Relates to how others feel


Understands & respects personal space


Describes self as being a member of different communities (i.e. family, class)


Notices & understands that people are unique


Recognizes own abilities & limitations (i.e. I’m good at writing! I need help climbing.)


Understands & follows classroom rules & routines 


Regulates own behavior (i.e. waits for turn)


Increases or decreases intensity of emotions (i.e. Let’s dance! Let’s calm down for story time)


Plays competitive exercise games


Stays focused on self selected activities until done, engages in group activities (up to about 20 minutes at a time)
