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Holds a book correctly


Recognizes first letter of their name


Begins to recognize logos and environmental print (i.e. McDonald’s golden arches)


Identifies some letters and makes letter/sound matches


Participates in rhyming games


Likes to “read” stories to themselves and others


Talks about characters in a book


Produces some letter-like forms in scribbles that resembles letters and some symbols (i.e. circle)

Names 20 or more letters
